* Con la Organizacion Internacional del Trabajo se mantuvo
el apoyo de especialistas en las actividades docentes, asi
como el programa de intercambioy venta de publicaciones
en la sede del CIESS.

* Conla Organizacion Panamericanade la Salud se estable-
cié un protocolo de colaboracion en el drea de la salud de
los trabajadores del Centro y se continuaron las politicas
de intercambio docente, informacion, becas y se continuo
con la venta de publicaciones en la sede del CIESS.

* Con el propésito de reunir a ministerios de salud e institu-
ciones de seguridad social para analizar nuevas politicas
y modelos con las necesidades de |a poblacién, asi como
formar académicamente especialistas, se establecio el
Programa de Investigacion en Sistemas y Servicios de
Salud, cuyo resultado derivo en la creacion de la Red de

* A través del Programa de Adiestramiento entre Paises en
Desarrollo de la Organizacién de los Estados Americanos
y con ¢l apoyo del Gobierno de México fue posible incor-
porar a dicho programa diversas actividades académicas
del CIESS, extendiendo la capacitacion a participantes de
16 paises.

* Con la Asociacién Internacional de la Seguridad Social se
promovio la cooperacion reciproca en materia de publica-
ciones, intercambio de informacion y especialistas.

* La Comisién Econémica para América Latina colaboro en
actividades académicas del Centro con especialistas en
macroeconomia y modelos de desarrollo, especialmente
en los diplomados de seguridad social. Por su parte, el
CIESS participé con el documento “Comentarios a la
ponencia de la CEPAL sobre salud y equidad en el Istmo
Centroamericano” en la Reunion de Expertos sobre Segu-
ridad Social que sobre el tema desarrolld la CEPAL.

* El acercamiento y cooperacion con las cinco Comisiones
Americanas de Seguridad Social y Coordinaciones
Subregionales de la CISS permitieron al Centro mantener
un valioso intercambio de opiniones, que fortalecieron la
labor de la CISS.

*Se cred en 1994 la Red Interamericana de Economia y

* Se inicié en 1995, con la Overseas Development Agency

*With the International Labour Organization: support of
specialists was continued in teaching activities, as well as
the exchange program and sale of publications at CIESS
headquarters.

* With the Pan-American Health Organization: a protocol of
collaboration was established in the area of health of the
Center's workers and the policies of exchange in the
areas of teaching, information and scholarships was
continued, as was the sale of publications at CIESS
headquarters.

* A research program was established on heailth systems
and services in order to bring together ministers of health
and Social Security institutions to analyze new policies
and models to meet the needs of the population, as well
as providing academic training for specialists. As a resul,
the technical cooperation network for research on heaith
systems and services was established.

*Through the Organization of American States’ training
program for developing countries, and with the support of
the Government of Mexico, it was possible fe incorporate
into that program various academic activities of GIESS,
with training being given to participants from 16 countries.

*With the International Social Security Asscciation:
reciprocal cooperation was promoted on publications,
exchange of infermation and specialists.

*With the Ecenemic Commission for Latin America: the
Commission collaborated on academic activities of the
Center with specialists in macroeconomics and
development models, especially in diploma courses on
Secial Security. For its part, CIESS participated with the
document “Comments on the publicaticns of CEPAL on
health and equity in the Central American Isthmus” at the
CEPAL Meeting of Experts on Social Security on this
subject.

*Contacts and cooperation with the five American Social
Security Commissions and Subregional Coordinations of
Ci88 allowed the Center to maintain a valuable exchange
of opinions and thus strengthen the work of CISS.

*in 1994, in cooperation with PAHO/WHO and the World
Bank, the Inter-American Health Economic and Financing
Network was created, with CIESS being responsible for
its Executive Secretariat. lts taskis to support development,
updatingandresearch oneconomicandfinancial aspects,
linked to the exchange of information for the design of
health and sectoral reform policies.

*In 1995, together with the Overseas Development Agency
(ODA), the Program of Health Economics and Financing
for Mexico and Central America was initiated. Theprogram
will be in operation for three years and during that period
it will deal with training in Mexico and at the subregional
level, technical support and publications. The first seminar
of this program was given academic support by the
Universily of York, England.
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
